Registered Dietitian Nutritionists (RDN) and Nutrition and Dietetic Technicians, Registered (NDTR) expand and 
elevate their individual practice through education and training. This list consists of additional credentials 
commonly held by RDNs and NDTRs that may or may not be eligible for CPE units. See the Professional 
Development Portfolio Guide for a list of credentials approved for CPE units 
(https://www.cdrnet.org/PDPGuide). 

This list is not all-inclusive and the credentials listed are not endorsed by CDR. Practitioners should thoroughly 
evaluate chosen programs to ensure that the education and training provided are appropriate to meet their 
needs and to determine whether they are eligible.
